New Data Shows Significant Number of Albertans Struggling on Low-Incomes

New statistics will be released on June 15th by organizations who will be presenting to the Alberta Government committee that is reviewing the minimum wage policy. 

Representatives from Public Interest Alberta, the Alberta College of Social Workers and the Edmonton Social Planning Council will be available to speak in person about what these numbers mean and why it is so important that we have a strong minimum wage policy.
